
Coca-Cola Baseball Team Rules– 2011
Players:

1. Be here and on time
Attend all games and all practices.  In order to better yourself you will have to come and learn.  Everything can be used as a learning experience.  If you are not going to be at a game or practice, let Coach know.  We will start practice on time, so if you’re late you will have to make it up.
2. Come prepared

Bring glove, hat, and baseball paints to every practice.  We will not slide every practice, but most of them we will, so come prepared.

3. Positive Attitude/Sportsmanship
Encourage your teammates.  No negative talk will be tolerated toward your teammates or the other team.  Win or loose we will be good sports.  We are a team and we have to support each other.
4. Hustle

You can walk outside of the baseball field.  You will run on the baseball field.  When going to and from your position during an inning, you will run.  If you do not, there is someone on the bench who will.

Coaches:

1. Positive Attitude

Coaches will have positive attitudes during the season.  If a coach gets out of hand it will be handled.  As coaches we understand we are not here to win or loose, rather teach these young men about baseball and hopefully instill good morals in them.  We may get upset or certain calls or situations but in the end we will show good sportsmanship for all.  
2. Teach

Coaches will teach the game of baseball to all players.  That is the purpose of this league is to allow the players to learn and have fun.  If a player is struggling with certain things and wants extra help let the coaches know and they will be willing to help.
Parents/Spectators:

1. Players Attendance

Let Coach Chris know if you will miss a game or practice before that game or practice.  Coach Chris will turn off his phone before every game or practice and if he does not hear from you before he turns off his phone, then the player will be responsible for making it up.  Coaches have to plan for games and practices and letting us know you will not be their 5 minutes before the game does not give us enough time to schedule accordingly.  I do not want to team to be punished for someone not calling Coach Chris ahead of time.  Let Coach Chris know as soon as you do if you will miss.

2. Attitude/Support
Be supportive of your player and team.  There will be times this year you may worry about what is going on, but in the end it is a game and we are here for fun, so be supportive.  I have noticed that if you have a bad attitude, it will impact your son or daughter.  I know you do not want to have a negative impact on your son or daughter, so be supportive and encouraging.  This also goes for in games; please keep all negative comments to yourself.  I think we have done a good job in supporting out players in the past and want to continue this.  If you can, wear red and cheer for our team.  DO NOT down the other team or the officiating (because it will affect other calls we get).  

3. Celebrations/Parties

A few times this season after a good game, we may go out to eat as a team.  This is optional, but fun!  Last year we went to Cubbies a few times.  Just wanted to let you know so when this happens it is not a surprise and to let you know this is not required, just a fun social activity.  Also I would love to have a few team parties this year.  If you are willing to host one at your house, contact the team mom and we will see what we can make happen.
4. Pitch Count/Drinks

Each parent will be assigned at least one, most likely two games where you will be responsible for bringing drinks and doing the pitch count.  If you cannot come to that game it is your responsibility to switch with another parent.  We have 12 players, so make sure you brink at least one for each player, any more than that is up to you.  The same game you brink drinks you will be responsible for the pitch count.  This is where you will sit with a parent from the other team and help count pitches.  You will count the other teaches pitches and the other parent will count ours and you will record it.  This is important so if you are the pitch counter, please take this seriously.  After a certain number of pitches we may pull a player to allow him to pitch in the next game.  This will be posted on the website.  It will be the parent’s responsibility if you switch, not the coaches.  There will be pitch count machines at all fields this year.  If a parent wants to be the year around pitch counter then see Coach Chris to let him know!
Playing Time:

I do not talk about playing time or positions.  

The player’s pay money to learn the game of baseball and given the opportunity to practice.  They earn the right to play.  There are a lot of factors involved in playing time and playing position.  Each player will get at least two innings and one at bat during the game.  Anything beyond that is extra.  On this team no one will play every inning of every game, so in other words your child will be sitting on the bench this season.  The amount of time he/she sits on the bench will be determined by a lot of things and how well they meet expectations (see information above).  There is no one determining factor that will guarantee your child to play.  If they are older or an all-star last year does not mean they will play this year!  I understand you want to see your child play, but I have to figure out what’s best for the team.  I am not here to hold back your child; I am here to teach baseball and life lessons to your children.  Even though it may not seem like it, most of the time I do have a plan.  
If you want to talk about playing time turn in the uniform and after you have taken your child off the team, then we will discuss playing time.  

Punishment:

If your child missed a game or practice they will have to make it up in some way.  If they got this approved before hand, then no makeup is required is deemed appropriate by Coach.  

Physical vs. Mental

As a coach I do not punish them for physical errors only mental errors, lack of hustle, or poor attitude.  If they miss a throw that is OK, they tried, but if they throw the ball to the wrong base, then that is what we get upset about as coaches.  Also if the player becomes lazy then we will also get upset.  You can walk off the field, when you are on the field, the player will hustle.  Poor attitude consists of dirt kicking, helmet throwing, etc.

Schedule/Communication:

Most of the communication will be through the web site.  The Coke Baseball web site is:  http://www.cokebaseball.com
The calendar will be on the web site and updated weekly (usually Sunday night).  Once the season begins we will have AT LEAST a practice the day before every game, and sometimes more.  
There is also a Facebook Page where updates, pictures, and notes will be posted.  We will also be texting changes if you provide the information below.  
The day of the game, if we are the home team, we need to be at the ballpark 90 minutes before game time to take batting practice.  If we are the visiting team, we need to be their 60 minutes before game time.  I know this can be complicated with school, but try to do the best you can.  

On the web site you will have game information/times, calendars, Coke Baseball History, and much more information.  The webs site will be updated weekly (the calendar) so check back frequently to find out about practices.
